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Abstract

This article utilized collaborative action research for developing and evaluating a
new curriculum for senior high school students on changing their phobia, prejudice,
and discrimination towards gay and leshian. Realizing that homosexuality was stigma-
tized and mythologized among high school students, the researchers designed a unit of
homosexua curriculum for a group of high school students. Two members of the re-
search team observed the teaching process while the other one deliver the curriculum.
After the class, students were interviewed and surveyed to evaluate the curriculum ef-
fect. Diaectical process of curriculum development, change in students perceptions
toward homosexuality, and teacher-student interaction process in class was described.
Implications for gender education were discussed.
