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Abstract

The study aims to analyze the evolution of EU counter-terrorism
policy with “securitization” analysis approach of Copenhagen School after
911 terror attacks in 2001. Through the “securitization” process, the EU has
described the terrorism issue into a cross-European existential threat. By
this way, the EU has transformed the counter-terrorism policy based on
internal affairs of EU member states into the harmonized European
counter-terrorism policy. After the massive terror attacks in Madrid 2004
and London 2015 in Europe, the “harmonization” process of
counter-terrorism policy of EU has accelerated. This trend has reflected in
counter-terrorism policy framework, institutions and policy instruments.
