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Abstract

Following my former study which examines how Schelling’s thought inspired
Heidegger to develop his own idea of freedom and Being, this paper intends to
investigate the influence of Schelling’s philosophy on Heidegger’s notion of Time.
Their views of the Being in their thought necessarily lead to the connection of the
Being with Time. However, there is not mere a single reference point with which
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Heldegger explores the question of Time. Heldegger’s conception of Time has once
changed. This change could probably influenced by Schelling’s notion of Time. This
study bases on the connected context of their thought.

This study points out that Heidegger chooses two strategies in order to approach Time.
That is. Firstly, the early Heidegger tries to come close to Time through the
understanding of the Dasein; thisis an attempt which approaches Time via the human
individual. Secondly, the late Heidegger wants to talk about Time through the Eternity.
The conclusion of theses two approaches is respectively as the following: To the first
one, Time is not an objective entity; To the second one, the Enowning (Ereignis) —
the essence of Time — is beyond the time and the space, and is the condition or the
cause of possibility of these two. However the Enowning (Ereignis) cannot be
logically argued or described by language. Heidegger’s mysterious and supreme view
of Time could most likely be motivated by Schelling’s notion of eternity.
