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Due to the introduction of Freud’s psychoanalysis and fictions of stream of
consciousness, psychological fictions in Taiwan once reached the peak in 1960s.
Psychological fictions replaced the depiction of exterior reality with psychological
focus, and emphasized on analysis of the characters’ conscious and subconscious
emotional thoughts. The characters’ irrational psychology perspectives were described
by In angle of narration and perspective, chronological disorder, and a large amount
of soliloquy. The fictions delicately indicate all sorts of contradictory emotions and
suppressed and tortured spiritual traumas of modern people. To understand the
connotations and the development pattern of sexual experiences in the Post-war
Period in Taiwan, psychological fictions serve as ideal apparatus to observe.

If psychological fictions display the eternal struggle between an individual’s
interior desire and disciplines of exterior environment, and the quest for mental
freedom, what writing styles and patterns are applied to represent the confliction
between discipline and freedom during the 60s in Taiwan? This research will make
the discussion in the following three perspectives: lustful exploration, philosophical
construction, and pathological anatomy. The discussion will thoroughly analyze the
major issues concerned and writing styles of psychological fictions published during
the Post-war Period. In addition, psychological fictions will be compared with the
new literature published from the period of May Fourth Movement to Japanese
Occupation Period, in order to understand the development of psychological fictions
and the content of contemporary sexual experiences.
