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Abstract

The research project is part of a serial
study on the religious or spiritual dimension
involved in hospice care, aiming at the
examination of the possibility of applying the
facilitative model to the local hospice
program. We are concerned with the issues as
to how this model can improve the practice
of terminal care, how it can help integrate the
hospice team and facilitate the training
program in the field. The research field will
be the hospice team of the Buddhist Dalin
Tzu-Chi General Hospital.

We intend to achieve three goalsin this
research project: (1) to examine the clinical
effect of the concept of facilitation and the
facilitative model; (2) through the
participant-observation of the hospice team
targeted, we would like to discover the
proper ways of team communication,
education and integration; (3) to revise the
original theory or model based on the new
findings.

Regarding the research methods, we
will adopt the grounded theory, religious
phenomenol ogy, hermeneutical theory, case
study, focused group research, etc.
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
