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Abstract

The purpose of this research was aimed at investigating the differences between consideration
factors of Health & PE (H & PE) textbook selection and the subsequent usage satisfaction among the
junior high school teachers in Yuling, Chiayi, and Tainan Counties. Furthermore, the correlation of
textbook selection factors and textbook usage satisfaction were investigated. The participants in this
study were Health & PE teachers in junior high schools. A total of 300 questionnaires were
issued and 263 effective questionnaires were returned. The response rate of valid
questionnaires was 88%. The collected data were analyzed through the statistical methods of
t-test, one-way ANOVA, and canonical correlation. The findings of this study were as follows:
(1) H & PE textbook selection factors were influenced by junior high school teachers from
different counties. (2) Junior high school H & PE teachers’ satisfaction with textbooks differed
because of their ages. (3) Junior high school H & PE teachers’ satisfaction with textbooks
differed because of their teaching experiences. (4) There was correlation between junior high

school H & PE teachers’ textbook selection factors and their subsequent usage satisfaction.
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
