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A Study on the Immigration Policy of Portugal
In the Context of EU Integration

Abstract

With the impact of globalization nowadays, the relationship between countries
whether in economic and social perspectives are getting closed. The convenience of
transportation and easy communication factors speeded up the international
immigration. Hence a large number of people move to the different countries to
survive within any kind of reasons.
