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Revelation and the principle of history in the
later philosophy of Schelling

Abstract

The main object of Schelling's philosophy of history aims at
explaining that the “superior history” (higher history) is the source of
meaning of the profane history. This “superior history” is itself
established on the foundation of the theory of potencies and revelation. In
the theory of potencies, Schelling affirmed that God has a freedom to
create, which, in admitting the existence of a being other than Himself,
permits the opening of time, history, and world. As for the revelation, it
offers a general foundation that allows the historical process of
mythological consciousness and paganism. The principle of revelation
also lets pass the scenes of creation, fall, and salvation by way of the view
of trinity. The two concepts — history and revelation — are mutually related,

and congtitute two major issuesin the later philosophy of Schelling.
