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Abstract

The main objective of thisresearchis to study the sourcesof volunteers on the effects of
their cognition about implantation profiles including self-appraisement, participation degree
and working desire, self-cognition and environmental consciousness and implementation
satisfaction on hometown cleaning activity carried out by Pingtung County Government. To
focus on two various sources and education profiles of local and correspondent volunteers
concerned, a unique questionnaire was designed according to the purpose of study and the
assumptions. The “Likert Five Point” method is taken as the scale pattern. To convince the
premises we have made, we assigned numbers to each questionnaire, registered all of them
and analyzed their differences about the scale using SPSS (Statistical Package for the Social
Sciences) after dropping the non-efficient questionnaires. According to the questionnaires,
there were 54.3% of local volunteers and 64.3% of correspondent volunteers considered that
it was dirty around the neighborhood before this program and it was said from the survey
finished by February, 2003 that there were 84.6% of the local ones and 91% of the other
group satisfied with the environmental quality and more than 80% of volunteers convinced
the villages they have lived were cleaner than the others. The results indicated that the local
volunteers cared more about how they felt after they finished their job thanthe correspondent
volunteers The correspondent volunteers not only cared about the environment but also cared
about how to promote the long-term and integral community development. All the volunteers
had consensus about having six hours service time per week. The results also showed that
both local volunteers and correspondent volunteers gave the positive agreement to the effect
of the program. After finished this study we believe that the program deserved to be carried
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out and promoted furthermore.
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
