Abstract

Education and learning have recently become the primary motivations for tourist
activities. The development potential of educational tourism thus should not be
underestimated. While many remote elementary schools might be forced to close down
for the declining birth rate, some however chose to treat the jeopardy as an opportunity
to incorporate education and tourism so as to attract crowds of study tours and revitalize
the school. This study used Changhe Elementary School in Fengihu, Chiayi County as
the subject, and conducted questionnaires, interview, observation and means-end chains
anaysis to perform multidlement crossing. Besides investigating the value of
educational tourism for remote schools from the aspects of supply and demand, the
study also analyzed how the school incorporated its environmental resource into product
design, marketing and managements.

The study found that most of the students who participated in the study tour
marveled at local natural resource and the unique experience. This showed that remote
elementary schools serve as a field in which the study tour experience inspires
children’s curiosity, aesthetic taste, and imagination. With the assistance of
governmental policy, school should integrate the resource from local community so as
to develop successful educational tourism. The fine quality of tourism and specific
educational experience are also important for remote elementary schools to create the
significant values of educational tourism.
