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Abstract

Using survey data on the condition of
senior citizen in greater Taiwan area, this
study examine the theory of civic
voluntarism proposed by Veba and
associates on the patterns of and factors
affecting participation in volunteer works
among Taiwanese elder. The results indicate
that:1). Among the senior citizens in Taiwan
those who have a stronger personal desire to
volunteer, those who have greater ability and
who have more opportunities to do so are
more likely to do volunteer works.2). Factors
affecting future participation in volunteer
works among those between 50 and 64 years
old include the birth cohort effect, the
income and educational level, past
experiences in volunteer work, and their
experiences in participating in group and
religious activities, and gender.3). The
present study also examines some of the
issues involving management of elderly
volunteers in order to provide some useful
references for non-profit organizations in
their work.
