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Modern novels after the war have undergone full development in 60s, replaced
by native literatures in 70s, surpassed by post-modern and post-colonia literatures in
80s and 90s. However, modern novels have always been developing, or mixed with
native or post-modern literatures to be in a state of fusion. In new-generation novels
after 90s, since Taiwan has been a mature capitalism society, there are issues of
critiques over rational domination, hopelessness about communication, international
distances, solitude and absurdness, that also exist in Western modernism. Therefore,
modernism is not disappeared from the literary circles of Taiwan. Its thinking and
expressive techniques have been presented ricly in new generation novels after 90s.

This plan intends to explore the thesis of modernism represented in
new-generation novels. Proceeding with the three aspects of “hopelessness about
communication”, “alienation of daily life” and” loss of subjectivity”, this plan has
explored how new-generation novels represent “the mutual relationship between the
society and the individuals being as subjects” in Taiwan’s highly-developed
capitalist society in 90s, besides, this plan has analyzed the manner of mixed
representation made by modernism and post-modernism in new-generation novels, for
the purpose of clarifying how modernism has been integrated into different literature
main stream to reflect the times’ characteristics, and establishing an complete picture
of the developments of new-generation novelsin postwar Taiwan.
