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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to explore
the relationships between in-service education
learning process and profational growth of
elementary school teachers. We use the
multistage sampling to sample 277 teachers
who participate the in-service education in
2001. The main result of this study was that the
relationship between learning process and
profationa growth of elementary school
teachers was significant. While the teachers had
higher self-directed learning readiness, motive
of knowledge seeking, and while the learning
activity style was learner center, the
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professional growth of teachers was more
outstanding.
