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Abstract

The research is a continuation and a fellow-up of our previous study. In the past study, we
analyzed the duration of poverty spells with the survival analysis. The results of our analysis
indicate the median number of years was 4.69 years, when we used the cohort-based estimates.
We examined the spell of poverty households, the median number of years was 3.97 years.
More than 50 percent of poverty households ended within 4 years and only one-quarter of
poverty households will be poor for over eight years. In this research program, we collect 3
waves panel data from 1999-2002. The poverty households are 1667, 1806, 1886.
